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In communities throughout Australia and across the world, ICEE optometrists and 
program staff members are delivering quality eye care and training local people to 
become various kinds of eye care personnel.  These eye care providers will one day 
drive the eye health in their communities.   Every person ICEE trains will potentially see 
thousands of patients during their career, providing people in remote communities’ with 
access to eye care, where previously it was out of reach.    

Our goal is to train as many eye care personnel as possible and give them the support 
they need for their communities future progress.

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A message from ICEE Chair, Professor Brien Holden

There is a small settlement called 
Magwaveni, on the outskirts of Tongaat,  
a town outside Durban, South Africa.   
The closest eye care services are 45kms 
away and for many of its people travel to 
even the closest health service is beyond 
reach.

In 2007, ICEE made a field visit to 
Magwaveni. In a makeshift clinic, 
optometrists trained by ICEE, examined 
people for uncorrected refractive error and 
eye disease. In only four hours more than 
200 local people received eye care.  Of those, 
60 walked away with a pair of glasses and  
45 were referred for further treatments.   
With funding this success could be told  
many times over all around the world.  

At least, 300 million people in the world today have little or no access to eye 
examinations and glasses.  In many countries the infrastructure and personnel to 
provide eye care does not exist - there are not enough schools of optometry, education 
programmes or eye care personnel to reach the people in need.

Uncorrected refractive error is simple to diagnose and, fortunately, correctable with a 
pair of glasses.  ICEE exists to serve communities and give the gift of sight throughout 
the world.

Providing Immediate Care
Eye care services: QQ  ICEE provides community eye care screening programmes, eye 
examinations, distribution of glasses and low vision aids; and referrals for other  
eye-related conditions to answer the immediate needs of disadvantaged 
communities.

Building Sustainable Services 
Education:QQ   ICEE increases the number of eye care practitioners available for 
communities in need by training and equipping practitioners and educators.  We also 
aim to improve the knowledge and skills of existing practitioners and educators with 
professional education, and to raise eye health awareness within local communities.  

Infrastructure:QQ   ICEE develops systems to distribute affordable spectacles in 
developing countries.

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Importance of having a Will

Your Will is one of the most important documents that you will ever prepare.  It ensures 
that the people and organisations that you care about are provided for after your death.

After providing for the financial security of your loved ones, you may like to 
consider including a bequest to ICEE. 

Who should have a will?  
Every person 18 years of age or older should have a valid Will.  It should be updated 
regularly to reflect changes in circumstances or family situation.  Clearly stating your 
wishes will ensure you have provided for your loved ones.  Potential problems and legal 
conflict can be avoided.  If you do not have a valid Will, upon your death, your estate is 
divided according to State law and not necessarily to your wishes.  By having a Will you 
ensure that your estate is distributed to those for whom you intended.

You can make additions or minor changes to your will
Including a Codicil, which is an additional document that becomes part of your Will,  
is the simplest way to include a charity in your current Will.  If you have questions about 
changing your Will, please speak with your solicitor.
